Psalm 13 – Bible Study Notes 
Finding God in the Valley of Despair 

 
Background context: David is the most cited author of this psalm, though no certainty exists.  
Accepting Davidic authorship, it may have been written during his time in exile while being 
pursued by Saul and his army. 
 
Outline Structure: 
I.  Living in the valley of despair (vv. 1-2) 

A. Feeling as if God has abandoned you (v. 1) 
B. Feeling as if the world has abandoned you (v. 2)
