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Psalm 32 – Bible Study Notes 
Joy and Blessing of Forgiveness 

 
Primary Focus: Blessedness of God forgiving our sins 
 
Background Info: Unknown; scholars debate the timing of this psalm’s writing. 
 
Basic structure: 
I.  Recognizing, repenting, and forgiveness of sin (vv. 1-6) 

A.  Those who are forgiven by God are blessed 
1.  Forgiven people have their sin covered and removed (v. 1) 
2.  Forgiven people are free from God’s judgment (v. 2) 

B.  Those who do not repent face turmoil and judgment from God 
1.  Sin not confessed emotionally harms and stresses the believer (v. 3) 
2.  Those who sin and do not repent face judgment from God (v. 4) 

C.  Those who confess their sin and repent receive God’s forgiveness 
1.  Confession of sin brings forgiveness from God (v. 5) 
2.  Every sinner should confess their sin (v. 6) 

II.  Dependence upon God to maintain righteous life (vv. 7-11) 
A.  Depend on God for help and instruction 

1.  God is the shelter from sin and shelter in difficult times when temptation may 
arise (v. 7) 
2.  God will guide repentant believers to live righteously (v. 8) 
3.  God seeks a cooperative relationship (v. 9) 

B.  God forgives and helps repentant believers 
1.  Every sinner is guilty of many sins (v. 10a) 
2.  God will forgive and help those who repent (v. 10b) 
3.  Praise God for His willingness and blessing of forgiveness (v. 11)
